Policy for Mouth Guards, Neck Guards and Rostered Players

Effective October 1st, 2009, Hingham Girls Hockey (HGH) implemented the mandatory policy of wearing mouth guards and neck guards for all players. This is for all ON ICE events effective immediately.  Any player, including U19, will not be allowed on the ice without mouth guards and neck guards for any practices or games.  
Games:  Any player who is not rostered in the HGH program will not be allowed to participate in HGH games.

Powerskating:  Players who are not rostered in the HGH program, but are registered with USA Hockey, may attend powerskating.  The fee will be $20/session or 

$200/ season fee.

Coaches will be required to enforce these policies of HGH as Board members cannot attend every game or practice.  There are general liability exposures to the program, and possibly the coaches and board members, if there are skaters on the ice who are either not registered in HGH or USA Hockey, as well as not wearing either mouth or neck guards.

The program’s skills sessions and practices are meant to develop registered HGH players. These are critical times for coaches to be able to work closely with their teams in preparation for games.  It is important to recognize that this is not an activity for any child that wants to skate, even if a sibling of a registered player.  There are open ice times for public and other family skating and those times are published at the rinks.
